Three humphead parrotfish have been seen very often, together 
with a school of mobulas that seem to like the area. Mantas have also been spotted 
lately, as well as the usual green turtles, eagle rays…..what else can we ask for. 

 
Who says that manta season is in November in Lhaviyani? On the last 6 months mantas 
have been spotted very often. It looks like the south of the atoll is the place to be. 
We have headed few times towards the area and once we found around 50 of them.
